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In 1948, Lieutenant Turzanski became one of the founding members and
vice president of the Combatants’ Association in Toronto. In 1953, he was co-
founder of a Combatants’ Savings and Loans Fund, serving as its chairman for
over twenty-five years. In the 1950s, he was instrumental in acquiring a site
at Beverly Street for the headquarters of the Association. Completed in 1973,
the building became one of the most important centres of social and cultural
life for the Polish community in Toronto.
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In the last years of his life, Lieutenant Turzanski allocated a substantial
amount of his life savings to set up a foundation to promote Polish culture in
Canada. Shortly after his death, the project was implemented by his widow
by creation of the Wladyslaw and Nelli Turzanski Foundation, which has hon-
oured dozens of cultural and scholarly achievers in the twenty years of its ac-
tivity.

WIladyslaw Turzanski received many military honours, among them the
Cross of Valour and Monte Cassino Cross. His contribution to the welfare
of Polish veterans in Canada was recognized by the Combatant Cross of the
World Federation of Polish Combatants.
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
